back to our hotel room, I kept read-
ing. It was the first time in my life to 
understand that I was not born gay. I 
began to see and understand that the 
circumstances and choices I made in 
my early years caused me to sexualize 
my valid male emotional needs. A 
distant father who was rarely around 
contributed to my loss of self-esteem 
and self-worth as a young man. Yes, I 
was a mess and if I continued to pur-
sue my same-sex desires the book was 
telling me that I would only sink 
deeper.

That night, I had a cathartic event 
telling my wife my feelings about the 
book and how it mirrored what I’d 
been feeling. We agreed to seek help 
and look for a solution to my prob-
lems. That led me to the Exchange 
Ministries website and, in turn, join-
ing the weekly group sessions. 

As I’m writing this, it’s exactly 4 
months to the day since my life 
changed. I’ve done lots of soul 
searching and thinking about numer-
ous events in my past trying to ana-
lyze what has brought me to the point 
I find myself just 4 months later. I’m 
getting better every day. God has re-
vealed His mercy and grace to me as I 
travel on this journey. I’m eagerly 
anticipating where I’ll be in this proc-
ess when July 29, 2007 rolls around 
to celebrate my one-year anniversary 
of my rebirth as   a man.

On July 29, 2006 my life took a radi-
cal turn. I started and finished the 
Alan Medinger book, “Growth Into 
Manhood”, that Saturday. The book, 
given to me by my wife, had been sit-
ting in my home office for at least a 
year. Unopened and unread, the book 
seemed to move about my office, 
mostly in the way. As a last minute 
thought, I put it into the book bag we 
were putting together for a long week-
end trip to the beach. My marriage 
was in serious trouble and this trip to 
the beach seemed to be a last ditch 
effort to see if it was worth saving.

I was spiraling out of control. My 
same-sex attraction to other men was 
getting stronger. My sexual fantasy 
life and my addiction to gay pornogra-
phy were increasing. I was seriously 
entertaining thoughts of divorce so I 
could go and find “Mr. Right”. 

As I sat on the beach and began read-
ing the “Growth Into Manhood”   
book, I saw pieces and parts of myself 
on almost every page. After we went
